Odd one out

When and why might I use it?

This works well as a starter activity or can be designed to reinforce a particular piece of learning, egs work on fruits and vegetables, nutrition or properties of ingredients. 

How do I use it?

On cards or on the whiteboard, give students the names and/or pictures of three foods, ingredients or processes and ask them to select the odd one out with reasons.

They may do this activity in pairs for groups of four. Encourage them to come up with as many alternative odd ones out as possible. There is no right or wrong answer so long as they can provide a justification for their choice of odd one out. 

Give a time limit to see how many alternatives they can come up with.
